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Jesus liked to use nature to explain spiritual things. Maybe that is
why I like gardening and outdoor activities so much. Nature reminds
me of God's love and how He works with all of us.

Right now I am very encouraged by the coming of spring, and with it,
the promise of a harvest. Karen and I are thinking about prepping
our garden for growth. I have been pruning and Karen has bought
and saved her seeds and is planning to start her seedling plants to
transplant into the garden later. I have the soil prepared and now we
are waiting for the right time for the next steps.

This is so similar to our spiritual and church life. We have to prune
out any non productive practices from our life. Pruning is emotionally
painful o do because it seems like you are destroying the plant.
However, by taking off the non productive or less productive parts,
it focuses the energy on the most productive parts to bear good
fruit. Pruning is an ongoing process in our spiritual lives. We have to
take the time to evaluate our activities and desires and cut out
anything that is detrimental to following God and bearing fruit for
Him.

We also need to prepare the soil and add nutrients to the mix. We
do this by spending time with God in Bible study and prayer.

Karen has been carefully getting good seed. We need to think about
the things that we want in our lives and make sure that we plant and
encourage the things we really want. Plant things like love, truth,
peace, forgiveness, encouragement, etc. Then you need to keep the
weeds out so they don't choie out the good plants and the harvest.

It takes a lot of work but it is so satisfying to see the garden
growing and looking good. Then comes the wonderful harvest, which
is such a joy to see what God has made happen. We can do the work
of preparing and tending the garden but we cannot make it grow.
Only God can do that. So it is with our lives and the church. We need
to prepare and tend but only God can make us grow spiritually and
make the church grow in quality and quantity.

It is our privilege to be working with God as He makes growth
possible.

I am looking forward to seeing God do great things in each of our
lives and in the life of the Eagle church as well.

Even though I will be leaving the interim pastor position, Karen and I
will remain members of the Eagle Church for the foreseeable future.
We have no intention of moving anywhere. You are our church family.
